The Golden Ruleistoo often interpreted, "Don't do anything
to a person you wouldn't want them to do to you." This
interpretation is passive, isrelatively easy to keep, but isnot
pervasiveintheBible.

The Royal Law (James 2:8) states, "Love thy neighbor as
thyself." The Royal Law is active, much more difficult to
keep, and is repeated throughout the Bible.

Let us consider a new 7th grade student. The new student
is different. He or she may speak differently, may dress
differently, or may have big ears. The class does not accept
the new student and begins teasing. Can you picture the
scene? Our interpretation of the Golden Ruleis passive and
asks us not to join the teasing. However, the Royal Law
asks us to befriend the new student. The Royal Law is
activeand socially risky.

Charity seeketh not her own (I Cor. 13:5). Do akind act for
that grumpy coworker. Flash asmileto that driver with the
sourpuss attitude. Show compassion to your spouse even
when they've done you wrong. Not returning evil for evil
isn't good enough. WWJD? Lovethy neighbor.

Let us not be passive in our homes, our churches, or our
community. Let usbe active, evenif it meanstaking social
risks and being rejected. Think what kind of homes,
churches, and communities we would have if we followed
the Royal Law.
