After a short
career in government, he devoted himself to writing and
became known as the “Voice of Ireland.”  This hymn was
originally titled “Relief in Prayer.”

This is hymn # 270 in the Old School Hymnal, # 212 in
the Primitive Baptist Hymnal, and #162 in The Good Old
Songs.

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The Unique and Incomparable Bible

There are four tests to evaluate a book.  Taking them in an
ascending scale, first, how does it sell?  Second, what is the
life of its use?  Third, does the book have
sufficient elemental human value to demand translation into
other languages than the original?  Fourth, does its influence
have a lasting effect upon its readers?  In all of these tests
the Bible is unique and incomparable.  The printing press
came into use during the Renaissance and Reformation in
Europe.  The Bible was the first book to be printed in the
early 1500’s.  Since that time for almost 5300 years, the
Bible has outsold every book every year to the present day.
There were many years the Bible outsold all other books
combined.  In the purchase of this amazing volume the Bible
is unique and incomparable.  Regarding the life of its use,
since the first of its books were written 3500 years ago men
have been willing to give their life to possess their own copy.
Perhaps Job said it best in Job 23:12 – “I have esteemed the
words of his mouth more than my necessary food.”  David
also praised this book in Psalm 119:105 – “Thy word is a
lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.”  No other
volume has had the continual demand for its use.  It is unique
and incomparable.  Regarding translation let me quote from
a book on cultures by Dennis Teage.  “Today (1988) the
Scriptures are available in 1,829 languages and
dialects of the world.  The complete Bible is available to
90 percent of the world’s population in the vernacular
(23 languages).  The complete New Testament is
available to another 5 percent (in 618 languages).  And
at least 1 book, usually called a Portion, is available to
another 3 percent (in 918 languages).  This leaves only
2 percent of the world’s population without any part of
the Holy Scriptures.”  The Greek author Homer has been
translated into about twenty different languages.  Shakespeare
has been translated into about forty languages.  There are
two books [that] have over 100 translations.  Those are John
Bunyan’s Pilgrims Progress and the Imitation of Christ by

Thomas a’Kempis.  The only two books, which have reached
the three figures, are those dependent on the Bible.  In this
test the Bible is both unique and incomparable.  The last test
is as obvious as the first three.  Has this book left a lasting
value to its readers?  As the Church spread its influence from
country to country and has taken the message of this
magnificent volume, it has come like a summer shower
refreshing and reviving its readers.  As its contents have
been preached and read lives have been changed and
conditions of communities have been changed drastically for
the better.  Individuals, families, communities, villages, cities
and even countries have enjoyed radical life changing for
both good and to the glory of God.  May we as people take
the time today to thank our Lord for this unique and
incomparable Book.

Teamwork

I have a teenage son who has played soccer for several years.
He currently plays on a club team for the YMCA.  I have
made a few observations over the years:

When my son was 6 years old, his team commonly scored
10 to 12 goals a game.  When he was 10 years old, his team
generally scored 4 to 5 goals a game.  As a teen, several
games this spring have ended in 1 to 1 ties.  When my son
was 6 years old, he commonly scored 4 to 5 goals a game.
When he was 10 years old, he was good for a goal or two
each game.  So far this season he has deflected in one
corner kick.  When my son was 6 years old, he could dribble
his way in and around several defenders and shoot at will.
When he was 10 years old, he needed one good pass from

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a teammate to get open.  Now, 3 or 4 crisp passes are
necessary to get off a good shot.

Why the reduction in scoring?  The answer is maturity.  As
the boys mature, so do their skills, their understanding of the
game, and their teamwork.  No longer do one or two players
dominate.  Teamwork becomes critical to both offense and
defense.  The church is a lot like little league soccer.  When
a church is immature, one or two players carry all the
play.  As a church matures a few more members make
contributions and teamwork commences, but every
member of a mature church contributes.

The whole body fitly joined together, every joint supplieth,
the effectual working of every part, and maketh increase of
the body; are phrases found in Eph. 4:16.  My friends, this is
New Testament teamwork.  Teamwork which is critical to
perilous times, to evangelism, to the livelihood of our churches.
For the body is not one member, but many – 1Cor. 12:14.
